e Regarding the budget, Dr. Kelly previously stated that the board members can ask any
questions they may have and Mrs. Santos stated that the board did not work on this budget, that
it is Dr. Kelly’s budget. Pastor Hayward asked which is correct. Mr. Fulton responded that
this is not a budget the board worked on in collaboration but the board was not privy to
everything on the budget was put together. Mrs. Dodd replied the board received what they
needed to review and had the opportunity to ask questions as the budget was being complied at
each stage.
Maresa Dealy
e Asked for an explanation as to what it means to abstain when voting on a resolution.
Toni Bean
e Thanked Mrs. Santos for finally asking for what she had been asking for that was a more
detailed budget.
e Asked about the new Co-ed cross country teams — is that different from track?
e What is the after school enrichment program. This is to offset the loss of the 21% Century
Community Learning Center Grant.
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Regarding $200,000 minor repairs and maintenance, is there been a breakdown as to what
those repairs are going to be? /t’s contingent to the needs of building repairs and are
unforeseen and unspent funds go to fund balance.

For the adult education program it would be nice but looking at the fact we could use another
social worker. The decision was made last year with the board’s support at the request of the
community’s interest.

Jacqueline Watkins

At a previous meeting there was a statement made that there never have been full time social
workers in the district. However | do recall there was a full time social worker in each school.
The make-up of this community requires a full time social worker and it is essential that we
provide the services, not reduce services, that are greatly needed. This is a serious concern and
respectfully ask the board to reconsider reinstating full time social workers in each school.
Congratulated the teachers on their tenure but to see the lack of diversity in the teaching staff is
lacking and appalling.

Carolyn Chikazunga

Ms. Chikazunga pointed out that the summary and resolutions for 2C-3 and 2C-4 were
reversed. This has been corrected.

What are contract services for administrators who already get a salary? This is not a salary.
For example, this would be for various equipment maintenance contracts such BoardDocs,
Finance Manager and various other vendors’ services.

For teacher instructional coaches are those are actual people who are in the classroom as
opposed to teaching assistants. These are teachers who offer instructional and support for
Professional Development.

Teachers attendance are those are actual people checking on the attendance of teachers or
students. It’s for students and correct title is Attendance Teachers. Do they go out the
community like the old days? They work with the administrative team and look at attendance
and lateness each day, reach out to families, do home visits and work to get the students in
school. So they do home visits and social workers do home visits but psychologists don't?
Psychologists can do home visits. And counselors, what are kinds of counselors are K-6, or 7-
12 - guidance counselors? The actual title is School Counselors and we have one at Park,
three each at the high and middle schools. So if there's a catastrophic event these guidance
counselors would counsel students who were dramatized? We have a crisis intervention team
at the district level as well as in each building.

The transfer to capital funds, so is this money that is transferred to the capital funds and takes
care of what? It takes care of things outside of the bond work including fencing, paving
repairs, any air conditioning or heating/ventilation work as needs come up beyond the scope of
the Bond.

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who received $1,000 scholarships. The students attended workshops with top experts in
environmental, socio-medical, and socio-economic fields.

e Students were invited by Northwell Health — Spark Challenge to explore careers in the stem
field where they were given a unique opportunity to preview clinical and non-clinical career
paths in Stem. Eight of our students won $800.

e The District has been named a Best Community for Music Education by the National

And secondly, that's a big hole to fill
in the budget. 1 don't know why we are not talking more about this.
